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    If memory serves, I think it was Polonius [in Hamlet], speaking to his son,  

Laertes, reminding him óThis above all: to thine own self be trueô. What  

very good advice that father gave his son: To thine own self be true. 

   Do we too often compromise our own position in order to be accepted  

by others?  Do we find ourselves saying what we think others want to  

hear in order to be óoneô with them?  Or do we get caught up in the mo- 

ment, when others are ranting and raving, and find ourselves following 

 along ?   That is not being true to selféor true to what we are learning  

to be as Christians. 

   I made a discovery several years ago when I was at Stevenson UMC.    The UMW ladies were 

having a Valentineôs party, so I had made up a game for us to play.  The game involved every-

one filling out a ócardô with a grid with a number of questions on it.  The answers would be 

names of significant women they knew in their livesðôthe woman who taught them to prayô; 

ótheir best female friendô, etc.  The last question was ówhat woman would you most want to 

emulate?ô 

   As I was filling out my own card, it occurred to me that I donôt want to be like any other 

woman; I really want to be the woman that God has called me to be!  I want to óbe true to my-

self.ô 

   I find I have a real pet peeve, which is any time I find myself in a situation that causes me to 

not be in charge of me!   It doesnôt happen too often, but it can, Iôm sure.  [I have seen it when 

working with unruly children; I totally lose my cool, and I use words that are simply inappropri-

ate for me use!]  When that happens, I have not been true to myself.  I disappoint everyone! 

Polonius continued; saying, óAnd it must follow, as the night the day, Thou canst not then 

be false to any man.ô   It does follow.  When we are true to ourselves, then we are not false to 

others, either.  If we are acting as God has called us to act, then we are genuine people, whose 

word can be trusted and whose actions follow our words.     

    In this time of Advent, as we watch and wait for the Christ, He will lead us daily to being the 

children He has called us to be.   Being ótrue to ourselvesô as Christian men and women, we are 

first true to being the people God has called us to be.
