Zimbabwe.  The letter was written in long hand on church stationary, two pages long.  Pastor 

Elisha K (something) also told me about his world.   He wrote:  
Ƨ We are a [UMC] District in the drought stricken area where rain fall 
is always below average and people rely on food aid most of the times.  
This time hyper inflation has caused serious hardships amongst the 
people.  The Zimbabwe dollar no longer buy most of the basic commodi-
ties, and yet we don't earn our salaries in foreign currence. [sic]  
Through God's grace we are surviving and continue to assist other peo-
ple in need with the little we get.
