 THE DILUVIAN PROBLEM :   

 

 The óDiluvian Problemô is what I call the 
classic question that weôve all heard about the 
justice of God:  óIf there is a good God, how can 
there be evil in this world? óI think that question 
has been asked over and over throughout the 
ages.  [The ódiluvian problemô comes from the 
time of the great flood, the time of óNoah and the 
Ark.ôðthe ódelugeô. ] 

 The problem was that God saw all the evil in the world, that ôThe wickedness of 

humankind was great in the earth, and that every inclination of the thoughts of their 

hearts was only evil.ò  (Gen. 6:5)  God saw the wickedness and was grieved in His 

heart.   
 God asked Himself, óHow can I allow this evil to continue? é These people that 
I made and have given so many good gifts are misusing their gifts terribly.  They are 
not acting like the people I created them to be!ô  And God was sorry that He had made 
humankind.  
 That was the problem.  God thought up that question before any of us thought 
of it:  óHow can God allowéevil?ô  And Godôs response was to eliminate all life from the 
world; to cause a great flood that would kill off all living things.   
 Of course God relented and allowed Noah and his family to survive, along with 
pairs of each kind of land animal.  They were ósavedô on the ark. 
 The diluvian problem had an answer.  It was not an easy answer, but it was 
Godôs answer.  It comes at the end of the Noah story, when the ark had landed and 
everyone was finally on dry land.  Noahôs family thanked God for their survival and new 
world, and God made a promise to them and to us.  The promise was pictured in the 
great bow God set in the clouds.  God promised never to end life on the earth again by 
causing such a disaster.  God promised to remain faithful to Godôs creation, even to us 
people, even as we continue to stumble and fall, even as we are quite able to choose 
the wrong path.  
 Even though it pained God to know that wickedness that would continue among 
us, God is committed to us.  God chose to carry grief and suffering in his heart for the 
future of the world.  This old story of Noah and the ark is surely a foretaste of the Christ 
who came to secure salvation for us for all eternity.
