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 Have you ever noticed the laughter that 

comes in re-telling an event that occurred?  Some-

times when we’ve had an odd or even painful ex-

perience and we tell someone later about the event, 

we end up laughing!  The situation might have 

caused serious pain during the event, but on the re-

telling of it the listeners and the teller both become 

filled with mirth.  It’s funny on the re-telling. 

 I believe the reason we laugh is because of 

the relief felt by the hearer (and the teller).  The 

event didn’t end up so badly.  You came through 

that trial, that situation, and you’re fine now. 

 That Sunday morning, the one that followed the worst day in history, the friends weren’t 

so happy.  They had just experienced the worst event in their entire lives—greater, even, than 

they could have imagined.  They were in shock.  They were in pain. They were grieving terri-

bly.   They didn’t know, yet, how much rejoicing was ahead of them. 

 Sunday dawned, and a few of the women made their way to the tomb where Jesus had 

been laid to rest.  They took perfumes to dress the body of their dead LORD.  When they ar-

rived at the garden where the tomb was they saw what they couldn’t understand. They saw the 

great rock that had been placed before the opening of the tomb had been rolled away, and they 

peered into the dark opening and saw it was empty! 

 That was the first moment of empty tomb.  Later that day they would rejoice with their 

friends, Jesus’ followers, when Jesus stood among them and showed them his resurrected body.  

What a wondrous event!  How very quickly their world had changed for them.  Can you imag-

ine the laughter and the fun and the thrill that they felt as they rejoiced in the good news of the 

resurrection!
