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From the Pastor’s Desk...

When we were children we learned about practicing. Some
of us practiced dance, or drawing, or horseback riding. Maybe we
practiced a musical instrument, or playing chess, or sport/s. Prac-
ticing involved spending time, every day, working on whatever it
was we wanted to learn.

Practicing helps us to learn an activity, and it helps us to
learn many other values along the way—being faithful to the activ-
ity; cooperative working together [for those ‘team’ activities],
thinking in new ways [studying music, math, or language is espe-
cially good for thinking]. Practicing has many good values con-
nected with it.

Christian Discipleship is all about practicing following Jesus.

Do you ask, ‘How can I practice following Jesus? Are there any books about practicing
following Jesus?’ Actually there are many books to read, but better than reading books we can
practice our skills of following Jesus with other people.

Opportunities arise every day for us to practice following Jesus. We work with people
every day who are good about providing us such opportunities for such practice.

The people who give us the best practice are those with whom we don’t easily get along.
Ones who see life differently that we do provide us the best opportunity to ‘practice’ things like
‘loving our neighbor...and even loving our enemy.’

If someone insults us or causes us grief, it is easy to strike back with similar words, but
it is at such a time that we can think, ‘How would Jesus react? What would Jesus say or do in
this instance? What would be the ‘loving’ way to respond to this person?’

That is not the easy way to be, but it is the way we are called, as those who follow Jesus
to live. It is also not the popular or expected way for us to live, but it is the way to follow Jesus.

Practicing our faith is an active thing. Being a disciple of Jesus is not just about ‘right
thinking’, it must result in ‘right acting’, too.

Just as we didn’t learn to draw or play an instrument or play a sport without much prac-
tice we don’t learn to be Christians just by thinking about it. We get to practice every day.
