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From the Pastor’s Desk...
A Mobile Lesson.

Recently we’ve been seeing a really great picture of how
very much our whole world is connected, and how the
troubles in one place will affect many other entities
around the globe. It is early Monday as I am writing this
note, and already the markets in Asia and Europe have
weighed in with their response to the current troubles the
American market is experiencing.

The woes of our market show us how very related and
connected all our commercial ventures are. When on
bank is teetering on disaster, others react and the market
bounces.

The situation reminds me of the child’s toy the mobile,
which is cute to look at. All the pieces of the toy are
suspended from one point, and they all hang balanced

Jesus told us in his Sermon on the Mount: *“Do not store up for yourselves treasures

rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. *’ For where your
treasure is, there your heart will be also. Matt 6:19)

But we’re seeing that, in fact, it can fall and fail. 1 used to think that what Jesus was saying
about trusting in money was a remark about our personally trusting money rather than trusting
in Jesus, but what’s happening now show us that Jesus’ words apply to our individual and cor-
porate worlds.

Ultimately our trust MUST be in God and God’s faithfulness to us and creation.
